Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Village President Lee Coughlin at the Coe Township Hall.

Motion by Baxter, second by DeGraw to approve minutes of meeting held on May 17, 2010.  Carried 5-0.
Christine Alwood introduced herself as living in Isabella County for 32 years; CMU Employee and Alumni; Currently Isabella County Commissioner – running for State Representative.
Public Comment:
Merlene Koutz Sr, 123 Cottage, would like to see the vacant property on Wright Avenue across from his business is mowed.
Lance Shattuck, 410 N Third, asked why the Shepherd DPW was allowed to dump top soil on his property in his new driveway when he has a current zoning permit that is good for 1 year.

President Coughlin responded that the zoning permit was approved on May 8, 2009 and is good for one year from that date per the ordinance.  Discussion was held regarding a street opening permit and a meeting was set up to meet with Mr. Shattuck at his address with President Coughlin, Steve Davidson of the DPW and Mike DeGraw, Council Member.

June 10th at 2:30 there will be a bid opening for the water tower project at the Village Office – 8 bid packets were sent out; East/North Drive storm drain should be complete this week and paving next week; Sidewalk bids are due June 18th.

Runs to date:  261 for 2010; 263 for 2009 and 248 for 2008 – 9 minute average response time; J. Moeggenberg donated $400 for a controlled burn; 2 new firefighter and 1st responders were passed; 1 time fee of $500 to write grants for new truck and turn out gear;  grant received from the Saginaw Chippewa Indian Tribe for a set of new jaws that will be located at station #2 – grant was written through the Village of Shepherd
Police:

Report presented; Byrne Grant inspection; traffic control order to review; 4 different trainings have been attended by the department; Eight Cap school children were given a presentation by the Police Department and they were also able to do a tour of the department; looking into taser training; received mobile radios; Impala is almost finished with repairs and detailing.

Byrne Grant review required that the vendors utilized be approved through Council.
Motion by DeGraw, second by Edwards to approve the purchase of in car camera equipment through WatchGuard for $5055.  Carried by roll call vote 5-0.

Motion by DeGraw, second by Strange to approve the purchase of cameras for the office and police department from Investigative Technologies for $8054.80.  Carried by roll call vote 5-0.

Motion by DeGraw, second by Edwards to approve the purchase of bike equipment from A Bike Store in the amount of $1337.82.  Carried by roll call vote 5-0.

Purchase requisitions for Bushey Radiator to patch tank on the sewer vac truck and line – warranty for 3 years.  Verbal approval by Lee Coughlin due to the need of repair, otherwise a new tank would have cost $2800.  Motion by DeGraw, second by Strange to approve the repair.  Carried by roll call vote 5-0.

Ordinances – Information received on outdoor furnaces to review.  2nd draft for a trash/recycle ordinance was presented with discussion regarding the fee for violation and language that will need to be reviewed.

Banners – Clerk Gross asked how long Council would like the banners to stay up.  The City of Mt Pleasant leaves theirs up until November 1st.  Once the banners come down they are turned over to Art Reach in Mt Pleasant for people to purchase for $25.  

Motion by Edwards, second by Strange to approve the banners staying up until November 1, 2010.  Carried 5-0.

Etna Supply – President Coughlin discussed an invoice that was received from Etna for the software upgrade support for the interrogators in the amount of $2500.  This invoice was for the support that was required to change over to the new interrogators.  Motion by Baxter, second by Edwards to approve the invoice for $2500 with ½ from the water fund and ½ from the sewer fund.  Carried by roll call vote 5-0.
New Business:
Elections – Clerk Gross asked with the upcoming elections and possible vacancies on the council if we should create our own notice.  Trustee Strange would like to see a door to door notice for those people that do not read the newspapers and would also like to include the vacant seat on Planning Commission.  DPW Steve Davidson stated that they would be doing their door to door Consumer Confidence Report by July 1 and could include another flyer.

Trustee DeGraw stated that there has been several cat complaints in the village and would like to see the ordinance committee look into an ordinance on cats.
