Motion by Edwards, second by DeGraw to approve minutes of meeting held on July 19, 2010.  Carried 6-0.
Presentation of sign to Shepherd Baseball Coach Jack Nartker and team members for second consecutive State Championship.

Kent Roth/Shepherd Bar & Restaurant owner requested to close the alley partially behind his establishment between First and Second Street on Saturday, August 28th for a “Rally in the Alley” Blues BBQ.  Set up would be at 9:00 am Saturday, August 28th and tear down by Noon Sunday, August 29th.  Mr. Roth stated that the Village of Shepherd would be named on the liability insurance policy at Shepherd Insurance Agency.  There will also be driving capabilities for the Shepherd Lions Club Chicken BBQ through the alley into Powell’s parking lot in which Powell’s have agreed to the usage of his property.
Motion by DeGraw, second by Myers, to approve the closing of the alley as stated above on August 28 and 29, 2010 for a blues BBQ sponsored by the Shepherd Bar & Restaurant.  Carried 6-0.

Public Comment:
Merlene Koutz Sr, 123 Cottage, voiced his concerns on the trash/recycle ordinance and that he did not agree with the $100 fine.  He travels North sometimes and leaves his trash bin out on Friday morning and might not get back for a couple of days.  President Coughlin stated that the Village will follow suit has how they have handled this in the past with this same form of language in the existing ordinance.  Mr. Koutz also stated he does not have leukemia it is MPD.
Merlene Koutz Jr, 280 Orchard, also commented on the trash/recycle ordinance and that if the $100 fine stays in the ordinance that it would be nice to be issued warnings to work up to that fine.
