Motion by Edwards, second by Myers to approve Treasurer/Investment Report for May 2010.  Carried by roll call vote 4-0.

Blacktop completed on North Drive and East Drive, storm work also completed, still some driveway work to finalize; school project moving along on Hall Street; grant was applied for through Consumers for tree replenishing in the amount of $2250; new street sweeper has arrived
Old Business:
Purchase Requisitions – with bid documents
Ordinances – President Coughlin will continue to do research on the ordinances and would like to ask Council if they would agree that Trustee DeGraw sit on the committee for this project.  Motion by Edwards, second by Myers to appoint Mike DeGraw to the Capital Improvement Committee.  Carried 4-0.
Sidewalk Bids – Three bids were received for this year’s sidewalk project that the Village received a $40,000 grant from the Saginaw Chippewa Indian Tribe to place new sidewalks throughout the village.  Bids received were as follows:

Fran Con 41,952; Seifert 43,238 and Gallihugh 52,270.  The difference would be paid by the balance of a previous sidewalk CD and public improvement funds.

Motion by DeGraw, second by Edwards, to accept the bid from Fran Con in the amount of $41,952.  Carried by roll call vote 4-0.

Water tower – bid opening resulted in L & T painting as low bid at $74,000, plus an additional $4000 for quality paint.  There were 7 bidders all together.  Fedewa Inc. was the next lowest bid at $79,400.

Taser – procedure document and training information was presented to council for review.  Council was concerned about liability and insurance coverage.  Clerk Gross will check with the insurance carrier.  Police Committee feels strong about the use and training of the taser and would like to move forward with policies.  More information will be available at the next meeting.

Shepherd Baseball is once again the State Champs!  Motion by Edwards, second by DeGraw to approve the purchase of a 2010 Shepherd Baseball State Champions sign for the east end of the village.  A resolution will be drafted and the Coach Nartker and team members will be invited to the council meeting to present the sign when it is available.  Carried by roll call vote 4-0.

Hall Street light vacating – the village has already vacated Hall Street to Shepherd Schools and now there are 9 street lights that need to be vacated through Consumers.  Motion by Edwards, second by Myers to approve resolution to vacate 9 street lights on Hall Street between Fourth Street and Chippewa Street.  Carried by roll call vote 4-0.

President Coughlin explained the lease payment that is being made this month for the street sweeper.  The payment was scheduled for September, but if the Village makes their first payment now the village would save $1852 with a 6/30 due date through the year 2013.

Old Street Sweeper – Bell Equipment would salvage less travel fees or we could take to salvage ourselves.  Steve Davidson/DPW Supt. will get numbers for the next meeting.

Motion by DeGraw, second by Myers, to approve the payment of the bills in the amount of $34,482.61.  Carried by roll call vote 4-0.
