Public Comment:  
Heath Yuncker, 111 Hall Street, voiced his concerns of putting in a village sidewalk in front of his property and would not like to have one placed there because it will create more work for him.  He stated that he has lived there since 1995 and he sees more people walking on the streets than on the sidewalks.  
President Coughlin replied that the sidewalk is being placed in the Village’s right of way and due to the addition to the school with more vehicle and pedestrian traffic this is a great safety asset that the Saginaw Indian Tribal grants have provided for our community.  Coughlin also stated that the Village has authority of the right of way.  

Merlene Koutz Jr., 280 Orchard, asked if all the new sidewalks in the village are being placed on village property in which President Coughlin stated – yes.  Mr. Koutz also included that the sidewalk placement appears to be going smoothly.

Consumers have eliminated the poles on Hall Street from our contract; semi trailer tore down phone lines on Third Street; there was a gas leak at the Village Office/Police Dept that has been corrected; changing out 2 hydrants – 1 on Sunset/Wright, 1 on Union/Maple.

Personnel:
Trustee Strange stated they met to discuss projects they had in the works with Trustee Kim Swenson and need to pursue those projects which include flow charts for communication, comp hours, evaluations, etc.  The Committee should have more information at the next meeting.
Old Business:
Purchase Requisitions:  The sidewalk project is being completed by Bill Fransted/FranCon and he would like to request a draw of $8500 for materials.  Per Steve Davidson there is no language regarding this in the contract and that the contractor currently has one block poured.  Motion by Strange, second by DeGraw, to approve the $8500 draw from the sidewalk project CD to pay Bill Fransted of FranCon.  Carried by roll call vote 6-0.
Ordinances:

Waste/recycle ordinance has been reviewed.  Questions regarding bin replacements and if there should be a charge, penalty fees were discussed and if there should be warnings.  Council would like to set a public hearing for August 16th.  Motion by DeGraw, second by Myers, to set a public hearing for August 16, 2010 at 7:00 to hear public comment regarding the proposed amendments to the waste/recycle ordinance.  Carried 6-0.
Outdoor burners/furnaces ordinance has also been reviewed and Council would like to set public hearing.  Motion by Edwards, second by Myers, to set a public hearing for August 16, 2010 at 7:05 to hear public comment regarding the proposed amendment to the outdoor burner/furnace ordinance.  Carried 6-0.

Dog/Cat Ordinance is still being researched but in the works.

Clerk Gross reminded Council of the upcoming MERS Conference in Kalamazoo and that the deadline to register is August 27, 2010 if anyone is interested.
New Business:

Clerk vacation – The week of August 16, 2010 the Village Clerk will be on vacation and asked if there should be any office coverage during that time.  There was no money budgeted for this.  Council agreed to close the office for the week.
